Planning Board heard testimony on
the previous plan (the
“compromise plan”).

Staff was asked to schedule the
continuation of the hearing for a
vote only after clarifying aspects
of the plan:

1. Define Rural Village Character

2. Elaborate on wetlands
encroachment




Status of Planning Board Review of
AMP

AMP submitted a revised plan without
SSARPC input. The new plan:

. Avoids wetlands encroachment

. Reintroduces a blank rear wall along
MD 108

Eliminates pedestrian friendly
features such as the village green.

Eliminates many of the features that
made the previous plan compliant
with the Master Plan.

. Requires new public hearing, now
scheduled for June 28, 2007.

of the New AMP Plan
Does not Comply with Master Plan

The Master Plan recommends specific guidelines to:
“help ensure that new development maintain thelssnale envisioned for the village
centers.”
The new plan with the
following guidelines:

Buildings facing the main road with “active
fronts” such as porches and street entrances
Create pedestrian “traffic”

Encourage stores that are at a compatible
scale

Create small parking areas

Place most offstreet parking out of view
of common space and active fronts rather
than between buildings and the street

New Plan cannot fit the required parking.
