Thank you for your letter of April 10, 2011 in which you described your concerns
with the proposed parking area on the Shri Mangal Mandir property at the
intersection of New Hampshire Avenue and Ednor Road.

Currently MCDPS is reviewing a stormwater concept for this project. The
Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) and Montgomery County
Department of Permitting Services (MCDPS) require such projects to meet
certain minimum standards for stormwater management. The purpose of the
stormwater management conceptual review is to consider whether the proposed
project includes design that meets these minimum standards. Approved
stormwater management concepts define the requirements that must be followed
when and if detailed plans are later submitted for review as part of a permitting
process. No permits are issued as part of the stormwater concept review, and
stormwater concept approval does not authorize the commencement of any
construction activity.

Please note that the stormwater management concept review deals only with
how runoff from the developed property will be treated to meet management

- standards as set forth by the MDE and by MCDPS. Concerns about other
aspects of the project, including your concerns about how this proposal relates to
the Sandy Spring/Ashton Master Plan, should be directed to the Maryland
Nationai Capital Park & Planning Commission.
